TITLE AND STATUS
1.1
The BATHROOM BIZARRE Tzaneen Rally 2010 will count towards the 2010 MSA Northern Regions Special Stage Rally Championship for drivers and co-drivers and the 2010 SAHRA Northern Regions Special Stage Rally Championship for drivers and co-drivers.  Any member of any club affiliated to MSA who is domiciled within the areas under the jurisdiction of the MSA Northern Regions or MSA Free State or MSA Northern Cape or MSA KwaZulu Natal Motorsport Committees and who holds a minimum of a regional competition licence is eligible to enter.

DOCUMENTATION
10.1
Documentation will take place at the start venue, Misty River Spur Restaurant, R71, (between Voortrekker str and Tzaneen Showgrounds), Tzaneen, on the 08th May, 2010 from  08h00.

Provincial Driver’s Licences (SSR 165) and Competition Licences will be checked at documentation.

11.
SCRUTINEERING (Refer to GCR 254)
11.1
Scrutineering will take place at the start venue from 08h30. All cars must be presented for scrutineering at least one hour before their start time.  A map showing the parking, documentation, scrutineering and the start area will be attached to the final instructions. The following particulars will be checked (SSR 163* refers) :-

a) Make and model of car.

b) Safety belts. Competitors must ensure their safety belts have not expired.

c) Warning triangles.

d) Indicators / tail lights / stop lights / head lights.

e) Mounted fire extinguisher and expiry date (not older than 6 months) (GCR 257 refers).

f) Competition numbers (SSR 167* and 193.9.2.2 refer).

g) Advertising decals as supplied by the organizers. (SSR 168* and 193.9.2 refer).

h) Medical board. 

i) Medical kits (2 per car). 

j) Valid car licence.

k) Overalls – FIA approved fire resistant racing suit or fire proof underwear and balaclava. Refer SSR163 viii.

l) FIA or SANS approved helmets.

m) Enviro Mats.  Competitor’s attention is drawn to MSA Environmental Circular 1/2010.

Roving medical teams will be available during the event. The safety plan, which will incorporate emergency telephone numbers, will be included in the Road Book.

PUBLIC LIABILITY INSURANCE
15.1
Public Liability cover is R10,000,000.00 (Rand ten million) with excess of R5,000.00 payable by the Entrant. Cover applies only while competing on the event as per the MSA policy. Competitors enter and compete at their own risk. The organising club and officials decline liability in any incident/accident caused by or to competitors and their vehicles during the whole event. Entrants and competitors will have no claim against the organisers or landowners of private property arising out of the act or default of or by them, their servants or officials before, during or after the rally. Motorsport SA Policy No. 19377266 refers.

COMPETITORS ATTENTION IS DRAWN TO THE FOLLOWING CLAUSES OF SSR 193:
16.1
Starting Order - The starting order will be determined by the organisers according to the driver’s seeding on the Northern Regions Seeding List.  After the entry list has been finalised, a crew may substitute one car for another but their starting order will not be changed except for reasons of safety and then only at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.

16.2  Delete SSR 193 1.11 and replace with:

A crew is made up of two persons aboard each car. The two members of the crew will be nominated as a driver and a co-driver. During a special stage, only the nominated driver may be in control of the vehicle. Each member of the crew must possess a valid MSA competition licence for rallies. Also see SSR 164.

16.12 Littering and excessive noise - For any substantiated instances of littering and excessive noise (GCR 245) and/or reckless driving by competitors, as determined by the Stewards, the following penalties may be applied:-

Right to refuse entry in future events

· The attention of competitors is drawn to SSR 173* - Traffic Regulations and Speed Restrictions.  If this clause is contravened by any service crew, then b) and c) will apply.

16.13
In terms of SSR 193.15.2.4 and 193.24.3 the deposit payable shall be not less than R2000.00.

16.14  
Delete SSR 193 16.3 and replace with the following: Any late arrival ascribed to the crew, at the start of the rally or a leg or of a section or at any Time Control shall be penalised by 5 seconds for every minute or fraction of a minute late. 

Any crew reporting more than 15 minutes late at the start of the rally shall not be allowed to start.

16.15 The use of slick tyres is prohibited in all the rallies of the MSA Championships. (SSR 193.13.1). 

16.16 SSR 193.17.7 refers. Failure to comply with this regulation will result in a penalty of R250.00 being imposed.

17.

UNREALISTIC STAGE TIMES

17.1 The Clerk of the Course may, at his sole discretion, adjust any stage time he considers unrealistically fast.  The offending crew will be afforded a time of 20 sec/km or part thereof slower than the fastest car in the same class.  If the offending crew is the only car in the class, 20 sec/km or part thereof slower than the fastest crew in the next class.

Deviation from route: SSR 193.8.2.3 will apply.

18.

GENERAL INFORMATION
18.1 The prize giving function at Tzaneen Country Lodge will be open to everyone involved in the rally.

18.2
Refreshments will be available at the start venue. (Misty River Spur) 
18.3

One event licences will NOT be available at the start. Competitors are advised to make their own arrangements with MSA prior to the event.

18.4      Competitors’ attention is drawn to Northern Regions Circulars 04/2010 and 05/2010.

18.5
Subjective Route Notes (Pace Notes)



Subjective route notes will be available.  However, these must not be considered part of the official rally documentation and the organising committee do not hold themselves responsible for any error which may arise there in.

18.6

Competitors, service crews, families and officials must be aware that participation in or at motor sport events regularly may result in hearing loss, if protective devices are not utilised.                                                   

19.
SERVICE CREWS, EXTERNAL SERVICING and REFUELLING
19.1 As service crews are clearly connected with the rally, competitors are asked to ensure that their
crews obey all traffic regulations, especially in built-up areas. Refer SSR 193.11, SSR 173* and SSR 188.c.

19.2

Servicing is only permitted in the centralised service area or any area so designated by the Clerk of Course and indicated in the road book.                

19.3
Service crews are advised to familiarize themselves with the MSA Environmental Code in the


MSA Handbook. Competitor’s and their Service Crews’ attention is drawn to MS Environmental Circular 1/2010. See also Appendix ’A’ of these regulations.

20.
JUDGES OF FACT
20.1
Judges of Fact will be appointed to observe certain stages to eliminate any possible short cutting of the route and also for littering offences.

21.
ALCOHOL
21.1
It is forbidden for any competitor to consume alcohol while taking part in the event, or in the time period between the competitor completing the event and lodging an official protest. (GCR118).

22.
SMOKING

22.1
Attention is drawn to SSR 172 regarding smoking on special stages. Judges of fact may be appointed to observe and report any transgressions. This also applies to any open sections in plantations and while competitors are waiting at the start of the stages, and to any service crews recovering a car.

24.
ADVERTISING

24.1
Advertising material will be supplied by the organisers and is to be affixed in accordance with SSR 193.9.2.

25.
MSA FLAG

25.1
The organisers undertake to display the MSA flag at the start of the event and at the prize-giving function.

26.
HANDING IN OF TIME CARDS

26.1
In the event of a crew breaking down in a stage, please note it is prohibited to remove the car before the sweep car has collected the time card from the crew. A penalty of R250 will be imposed on any crew who does not hand in their time card after withdrawal from the event. Refer to SSR 193.17.7

26.2
No broken down or crashed car is to be left in a stage unattended. One or both crew members must remain with the car until collected by their service crew or other means.  A penalty of R250 will be imposed on any crew who contravenes this clause.

27.
EARLY ARRIVAL AT FINAL CONTROL

27.1
No penalty will be incurred for early arrival at the final Time Control.

End of Supplementary Regulations

Appendix A

Environmental  Code

Please note: 

1. The central service area is on the property of Letaba Packers.  They are accredited by the European Union for packaging of fruit for export to the EU.  As such, they are subject to high standards of environmental and hygiene control.

2. All the commercial plantations used for Special Stages are subject to regulations concerning soil and ground water pollution by their international accreditation body, the Forestry Stewardship Council.

3. Environmental Mats: The use of Environmental Mats during servicing is compulsory. Refer MSA Environmental Code 18.7 and 14.13.3 and MSA Environmental Circular 1/2010.  Failure to comply with this regulation will result both in a cash penalty of R1 000,00 and be excluded from the results.

4. Fuel Cans and Refuelling of Cars:  In the case of a confirmed spillage, a fine of R1 000,00 will be levied and the relevant crew/s will have to clean up the spillage to the Landowner’s satisfaction and pay the costs thereof.

5. Washing of Cars: The washing of cars at within the Centralised Service Area is only permitted using water. No detergents are to be used.

6.  Revving of engines: Unnecessary and prolonged running and revving of engines must be avoided to prevent noise pollution at the start venue or any built up area. Noise is a nuisance and can cause inconvenience and distress to members of the public.

7. Disposal of waste: NO Waste disposal bins will be available at the Centralised Service Area.  Competitors and service crews must take all their own litter and waste with them when they leave.

8. Water:  There will be no drinkable water available in the service area.  Competitors must take their own water.

9. Toilets:  Mobile toilets will be available.

10. There will be no catering available.

11. As the area is exposed with no trees, service crews are advised to take their own gazebos or shade umbrellas.

The environmental steward will concentrate on the following :-

i) Correct use of Environmental Mats.

ii) Storage of fuel cans.

iii) Spillage of fuel, oil, brake fluid, coolant etc causing ground or water pollution in the Service Area or anywhere in the surrounding plantations, which are subject to strict environmental controls.
